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What you should report to the police

Someone who threatens you physically, who is posting details about your or your child's offline contact
information or instigating a cyberbullying by proxy campaign should be reported to the police.
(Although you should err on the side of caution and report anything that worries you.) Using a
monitoring program, such as Spectorsoft, can facilitate the investigation and any eventual prosecution
by collecting and preserving electronic evidence. Print-outs, while helpful in explaining the situation, are
generally not admissible evidence.) If you feel like your child, you or someone you know is in danger,
contact the police immediately and cut off contact with this person or user, staying offline if need be
until you are otherwise instructed. Do not install any programs, or remove any programs or take other
remedial action on your computer or communication device during this process. It may adversely affect
the investigation and any eventual prosecution.
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
